After 
receiving a BS in Administrative Management from 
Clemson University in 1977, he went into business with 
his father. 
 

Pastor Fant was called to preach in 1989 and earned a 
Master of Divinity from Bob Jones University. He received 
his Doctor of Ministry degree from Central Baptist 
Theological Seminary in Plymouth, MN. 
 

The title of his dissertation was "Honest Questions, 
Honest Answers: Engaging the Mormon Missionary When 
They Call." Pastor Fant has written a Bible study, 
engaged several groups of Mormon missionaries with 
Bible Truth and has trained many people including many 
churches in their outreach to Mormons. 
 

He and his wife Gretchen have both completed four years 
of counseling training through Faith Baptist Church in 
Lafayette, IN. They have five children and have served at 
Harvest Baptist since 1996.

Rebekah, who also 
has a degree in Bible/Theology was saved in 1993 and 
surrendered her life to God in 2001.

Short Term Goals:  
We are seeking to raise at least 50% of our support by 
September, 2009. Josh will get a part-time job in Utah to 
earn our remaining support. We will enter into an 
apprenticeship with Pastor Tom Jeffcott at Valley Bible 
Church in Cedar City, UT for 2 (possibly 3) years. We 
will be involved in various ministries at this church.

At the end of our apprenticeship, we will seek to raise 
full support and join with another couple to plant a 
church in Utah.  North Ogden, Syracuse, Bountiful, Park 
City, and Alpine Highland are some of the target cities 
that do not have a fundamental, Bible-believing church.
